3. ALL ENTRIES must be accompanied by a valid negative pullorum/typhoid
test certificate administered 90 days of the show. N.P.L.P certificate. All birds
must meet Minnesota regulations for the exhibition including a leg band or
wing band. Turkeys must be tested for Mycoplasm Gallisepticum and
Mycoplasm Synovae.

4. All breeds that included bearded and non-bearded or single comb and
rosecomb varieties should be identified specifically.

All birds must be cooped in by 9:00 A.M., Saturday, October 25th. JUDGING
BEGINS Saturday, October 25th at 9:00a.m. All birds must remain on exhibit
until the awards have been given out on SUNDAY, October 26th.

Any situation
not provided for in these rules will be referred to the Officers of the M.S.P.A.
and their decision is final.
